Na podzim minulého roku, 1. ¥ijna 1966 se dozil Sedesati
let dr. Jan Pavelé&ik, feditel Muzea J. A. Komenského
v Uherském Brodé a jedna z nejvyrazné&jsich postav Cesko-
slovenské antropologie. Zik profesora Vojlécha Suka na
prirodovédecké fakultd brnénské university pisobil zprvu
po absolutoriu jako asistent svého uéitele na Antropologic-
kém tstavé v Brné, pak vice nez jedno desetileti vyucoval
na stfednich $kolich a od roku 1940 pracuje v muzejnictvi.
S vyjimkou kratkého obdobi &étyt let, kdy hyl vedoucim
spoletenskov&dniho oddéleni muzea v Gottwaldové, vénuje
celou svou prici a lasku muzeu v Uherském Brodé, zprvu
jako vedouci pravékého oddéleni a od r. 1956 jako jeho
reditel. Uherskobrodské muzeum povznesl nejen ve vy-
znamny pamdtnik J. A. Komenského, ale i v dalezité
stfedisko nérodopisu a historie této rizovité oblasti. Pavel-
¢ik se zajimd o muzejnictvi, narodopis i archeologii a ve
viech téchto oborech publikuje hodnotné price, ale nej-
vlastnéjsi doménou jeho ¢innosti byla vzdy antropologie.

A soub&zné& s timto studiem kostrovych
materialt provadi i vyzkumy dne$niho obyvatelstva Mo-
ravy v Nivnici, Banové, Korytnici a na mnoha dalsich
mistech. Pavel&ik se také aktivné téastni spoledenského
Zivota nafich antropologl, jeho jméno nalezneme mezi
aéastniky téméf viech vyznamnégjSich setkéni i mezi ¢&leny
vyboru antropologické spoleénosti. Malokterému &lovéku
je déno ziskat si mezi lidmi tolik p¥tel, jak se to podafilo
Janu Paveléikovi. A jen nemnoho lidi dostiva v den
svého Zivotniho jubilea tak upfimné minénd pféni zdravi
a Zivotni svéZesti do dalich let prace od vSech svych
zndmych z Ceskoslovenska 1 ze zahraniéi.
